The Doc-BonNE blade holder was developed to safe

and consistently re-grind the bevel on the spokeshave
blades. The best results are achieved on a low spged
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(1) Attach the spokeshave blade to ec-BonE
then insert this assembly into the sharpening |
Establish the bevel angle relative to the grinding
wheel. The best point of wheel contact is midway
on the bevel. Make sure the bevel tracks paraljel
along its length{C).
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(2) The re-grind will result in a hollow ground bevel.

If slight unground areas remain on either end

of the cutting edge or near the cutting edge,

do not chase them. On small blades, do stay shy
of the edge. This helps preserve the blade depth.
Over grinding wastes good blade stock and the
unground areas will probably be caught on future

on future re-grind¢D).
